



Ideas for ICT and Geography
1. Google Earth and Google Maps to locate areas.

2. Using overlays on Multimap and Infomapper – trace over routes using whiteboard pens etc.

3. Use Mapzone from  the Ordnance Survey for map skills and relevant games.

4. Use floor robots to complete a route over maps etc.
5. Use on screen turtle to complete a route on a map background that has been inserted from multimap etc.

6. Use email to communicate with other parts of the country/ other countries in order to compare.
7. Collect data from the BBC Weather site – monitor weather and explore weather patterns using graphs.

8. Use split screen for electronic note taking.
9. www.upmystreet.com to look at local facilities and gather data about a location. Compare data gathered from other post codes eg transport, crime, shops
