	Learning Objectives:

· Use related facts and doubling and halving

· Choose and use appropriate number operations and appropriate ways of calculating (mental, mental with jottings, written methods, calculator) to solve problems

	

	Problem Solving Strategies:


	

	Mental/Oral

· Show an image of a dartboard (whiteboard page 3) and discuss how the scoring works in a game of darts

· Launch the “9_darter” video clip that shows a darts match
· Give out “Darts scoring sheet”. Ask pupils to show methods for calculating the different doubles and trebles, concentrating only on the more difficult calculations.
· Launch “Darts” PowerPoint file to practice quick recall of facts.
Whole class teaching

· Display the 9 problems on whiteboard page 6.

· Use the whiteboard to demonstrate choosing and working through one of the problems.

Main Activity
Ask pupils in pairs to choose an appropriate problem.

Each problem chosen should be recorded in maths books.

For each problem, pairs need to decide on:

· Appropriate number operations to solve the problem.

· Appropriate ways of calculating the problem (mental, mental with jottings, written methods, calculator).

· Appropriate ways to record the answer.

Plenary
Ask pairs to demonstrate the solution for particular problems by (a) Dragging the darts from to the appropriate positions on the whiteboard and,(b) Explaining either orally or in writing what the calculation is and how they solved the problem.
	Q: What methods could you use to quickly find the totals of doubles and treble scores?
Q: Which numbers are easy to double/treble?
Q: What known fact can help you find the harder numbers?
Use the “Darts” PowerPoint file for rapid recall of doubles, trebles and totals
Children may wish to use a  photocopy of a dartboard with counters to help them with these problems.
