Interactive Key Skill – Hide and Reveal – Rub to Reveal:
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View the file “Rub to Reveal Promethean”. Promethean software has the extension .flp. (Smart software has the extension .xbk.) 
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Move through the two pages of the notebook using the browsing arrows on the toolbar. Page 2 invites you to reveal an image. You can do this by using the eraser tool. This can be done by selecting the draw icon
And choosing the broad rubber from the 

drawing tools at the bottom.

In this type of activity, the teacher can use the eraser technique to gradually reveal parts of an image. It enables the teacher to focus the questioning and employ a range of question techniques. It has a motivational effect on the children and leads the children to be more focussed in their observations. The image could be an historical or geographical one. In Literacy, revealing a carefully selected image can be used for character work and setting. It also has been used successfully for prediction and drawing out inference and deduction skills. In Mathematics, statements, shapes or sums can be revealed, leading the children to guess/predict/hypothesise what is beneath. 

How does it work?
There are three layers in a rub to reveal notebook page. They are background; image; pen ink. The pen ink has been applied across the image with a thick nib and in the same colour as the background. Using the eraser cuts through the pen colour but does not erase the picture which is revealed. The eraser does not erase text or numbers that are not handwritten.
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How to create a rub to reveal page:

1. In Activ Primary notebook you will need to go in to Design Mode. Click on to the Promethean icon at the top of the toolbar. Select this icon to go in to Design mode.

2. Now add your image by clicking on Resource Library, categories and browse to another location. Search in My Pictures on your computer to find the image.
3. With the image selected, from the floating toolbar, choose properties on the right. 
4. Select Locked from the Position tab. This will mean that the image will not be grabbed and moved when the rubbing is taking place later. 
5. You may wish to change the background colour of the page before you start. Double click on the page and choose background colour from the Appearance box.

6. Select a pen, choose the same colour as the background and thickest nib.

7. Shade across the image so that it is obscured by the ink.
