Using Digital Images: 

Ten Ways the Interactive Whiteboard Can Support the Curriculum: 
1. Search for images using www.google.com Click on the Images button and type in a search term. Press Search Images. The images can be browsed, and the search term modified, if necessary. The required image can be copied using a right mouse click. Paste into another application with another right click.
2. Create your own trail by taking photos on a walk around the school. Can we retrace it?
3. Be a photojournalist! Photograph events at school or in your community. Write a news story to go along with the photos. Use Microsoft Publisher to create an illustrated newsletter.
4. Take pictures to illustrate the steps in a procedure or sequence, such as a science experiment, PE exercise, design and technology technique, etc.
5. Drop a sequence of photos into MS Photo Story (this is a free download from the Internet) and create a moving photo story very simply, with sound or music. 
6. Using a scanner, scan your children’s work and project it on to the whiteboard for the plenary part of the lesson. (or photograph it)

7. Study the growth and structure of crystals or plants and capture their development through digital photos. Here is a permanent record of these delicate formations in stages. (Many schools have digital microscopes which plug into your laptop)
8. View an artist’s painting or photograph. Use the spotlight tool on your interactive whiteboard software to focus children on details.
9. Use the print screen button on your keyboard to capture an image from your screen. Paste this into your whiteboard notebook software or Word. You can then crop it or add notes 
10. Use a drama session to re-enact a story. Take digital pictures, in freeze frame, of the beginning, middle and end of the story. Insert the three images into PowerPoint (use Insert, Picture, from File.) Print this out in Notes View to give children a paper copy for planning. You could use the Drawing Toolbar to add speech and thought bubbles (Auto Shapes) 
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
